
As part of the regional policy of the European Union, Interreg Indian 
Ocean is an instrument for financing European Territorial Coope-
ration, which aims to strengthen ties and exchanges between Reu-

nion, Mayotte and the countries of the Indian Ocean.

The Interreg programme covers 2 strands : 

Cross-border cooperation (CB), which covers cooperation 
between Reunion and the member-states of the IOC (Madagascar, Sey-
chelles, Comoros, Mauritius), to the amount of €41.4M,
Transnational cooperation (TN); which covers cooperation 
between Reunion and the following countries : Madagascar, Seychelles, 
Mauritius, Comoros, Mozambique, Tanzania, Kenya, Maldives, India, 
Australia and the French Southern and Antarctic Territories, to the amount 
of €21.8M.

PRESENTATION

The Interreg Indian Ocean programme is ma-
naged by the Regional Council of Reunion.
The programme finances cooperative operations implemented by actors 
from Reunion or Mayotte, in partnership with actors from Indian Ocean 
countries.

Total Budget

Since July 2016, when it was first set up, the Interreg programme has 
supported 127 projects, 50 of which for 2018 alone. These projects 
represent a total eligible cost of €36,5M (representing 49,2% of the 
financial plan). The funding provided by Europe amounts to €30,6M. 
The programme has therefore seen significant progress since it was 
set up in July 2016.

Eligible expenses applied and declared to the managing authority 
by the beneficiaries are also progressing and have now reached 
€10,44M, or 14 % of the financial plan as of 31st December 2018.

All the projects supported by the Interreg Indian Ocean programme 
are piloted by French actors from Reunion and/or Mayotte. 
Interreg projects involve at least one foreign partner in the zone. 
The majority of the projects supported concern several countries. 
We can note the important involvement of IOC countries (Mada-
gascar, Maurice, Comoros and the Seychelles), as well as Mozam-
bique.

ECONOMY: 
INTERNATIONAL SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT MEETINGS 

Organised by the Export Club from 21st to 23rd of November 2018, these meetings brought together 400 parti-
cipants, 130 of whom were from Indian Ocean countries (Mayotte, Kenya, Madagascar, Comoros, Seychelles, 
Mauritius, Tanzania and Mozambique). The delegates attended conferences, workshops and BtoB meetings. 
The main aim was to strengthen links between regional economic operators, around a range of topics potentially 
promising for the development of their activities: circular economy, agriculture and food, smart cities, internationa-
lisation etc. 

PRESERVATION OF THE NATURAL HERITAGE: INDIAN OCEAN SEA TURTLES

The project implemented by IFREMER (French Institute for Research and Exploration of the Sea), in partnership 
with the administration of the TAAF (French Southern and Antarctic Territories), the Seychelles Islands Foundation 
and the department of Mayotte, has been contributing to the preservation of sea turtles, in particular the green 
turtle (Chelonia mydas) and the hawksbill turtle (Eretmochelys imbricata) in the south-western Indian Ocean. The 
project focuses on marking sea turtles using low-cost tagging, in order to determine the periods when they visit their 
functional habitats, as well as the duration of the visits. In the context of the development of a network of scientists 
in the area, training sessions on the techniques and use of tagging devices are being held. The data obtained will 
be communicated through open data and the studies will be the object of scientific publications.

RESEARCH: RENOVRISK - CYCLONES

CAPACITY BUILDING: INTERNATIONAL SOLIDARITY VOLUNTEERS (VSI)

The idea is to enable young Reunionese graduates to acquire professional experience over a period of 1 to 3 
years in public and charity organisations abroad. It is the structure abroad that must apply to participate. The 
young people sign a contract with the association France Volontaires, which has the responsibility of recruiting 
and monitoring volunteers. 77 young people from Reunion were able to benefit from the programme from 2016 
to 2018. Most of the volunteers occupy their post for two or three years, during which period they contribute 
their skills to the structure that welcomes them, thus reinforcing relations and the projects to be implemented in 
collaboration with Reunion.

A FEW EXAMPLES OF PROJECTS SUPPORTED IN 2018

This project, piloted by the University of Reunion, aims to 
improve the knowledge of tropical cyclones developing in 
the South West Indian Ocean basin, in order to improve 
forecasting of their impact on the main inhabited islands, 
starting with the current period and going up to the year 
2100. The aim is to develop innovative measuring tools 
(drones, buoys etc.). The data obtained will be fed into 
risk-analysis models deployed on a territorial scale. An im-
portant component of this programme concerns digital re-
presentation of future cyclones in the Indian Ocean, in the 
context of climate change. The projections resulting from 
ReNovRisk-Cyclones  will make it possible to produce es-
timations of rainfall, wind and swells for 2040, 2080 and 
2100,  but also to estimate the water resources available 
for cyclonic recharging in the context of more severe terri-
torial drought.

➜  2 calls for projects launched in 2018 around the following Interreg pro-
gramme mechanisms: 
✔ support for collaborative projects of preservation and promotion of cultural 
heritage (15th January to 28th February 2018) 
✔ support for educational cooperation projects for secondary schools (lower 
and upper high schools) and professionals (14th December 2017 to 28th 
February 2018).  
➜ Modifications to action files, enabling support for projects between 
Mayotte, Mauritius and the Seychelles (validated on 9th November 2018).
➜ A modification to the programme, mainly aimed at the financing plan and 
enabling continued support for projects within the most dynamic axes (vali-
dated on 9th November 2018 and approved by the European Commission 
on 20th February 2019). 
➜ A reinforced mechanism for accompanying projects, with international 
solidarity volunteers responsible for supporting Interreg projects within the 
Regional Council branches in Mauritius, Comoros, Madagascar and the 
Seychelles. The branch of the Regional Council in the Seychelles was inaugu-
rated on 25th October 2018. 
➜ A mechanism for triggering funding was set up for financing granted by 
the Regional Council of Reunion, to help those piloting projects to prepare 
their Interreg project in collaboration with their partner in the zone. A call 
for projects was launched around this mechanism (3rd September to 29th 
October 2018). 
➜ 13 pilot committees held in 2018, including one in Mayotte (on 10th Oc-
tober 2018), enabling regular selection of projects. 
➜ 1 monitoring committee held on 9th November 2018, with the participa-
tion of representatives from Madagascar, Comoros, Mauritius and the Sey-
chelles, with a presentation of the state of progress of the programme. 
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
